per day During the shooting the police did not assist the victiltnaas fellow workers
who aided them onto motorbikes to be taken to the hospitdice officers aiced the
shoote®gscape by running alongside hima neighbouringactory.

We watched as one of those young wonmdis. Bun Chenda, 21struggled forher life
at Calmette Hospital whilst money was thrown at her to buy her silence.

During the search for the shootdinister of Interior His ExcellencySar Khengcame =
forward toproclaim Ow know who the shootes.i. We have evideno®His Excellency Ms. Keo Nea
identified theonly suspect of the shooting as Bavetv@rnor,Mr. Chhouk Bandith.

Bandith was consequently removed from his positars March 2012 Following this Svay Rieng Rovincial
ProsecutorMr. Hing Bun CheadmittedChhouk Bandith had confessed to the triple shootiaghe wastill not
arrestedEye witnesses such gmlice officer Mr. Long Phorihave been silenced and ignored.

The evidence against Chhouk Béhds overwhelming yehe remains a free[ . 1
man, demonstrating that Cambodiacompletely devoid of the rule of lawhis ' ’
caseand the powerful interestsehind it makea mockery of the Cambodiarn
judiciary andthe standards of social responsibility that wtaim to uphold
